2.2 Formulas

2.3 Citations

If there are two authors in a reference, connect their surnames with "and", but if there are more than two authors, use only the surname of the first author in combination in with "et al.". Examples are "Battese and Coelli (1992)", "Carmichael et al. (2004)".
